Intro to The Renewed Mind

 

2 Timothy 1:7 For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind. (KJV)

Spirit of Fear: 1 John 4:18 : "...Fear hath torment..."

Spirit of Power, of Love and of a Sound Mind:

Spirit: holy spirit, the gift of god given to believers at the time they believe (Rom 10:9-10) 

Power: Acts 1:8 But ye shall receive power, after [when] that the Holy Ghost is come upon you:...

Love: 1 John 4:18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is not made perfect [made full or complete] in love. 

Sound Mind: The renewed mind, free of fear, anxiety, hate loneliness, etc. Full of power and love. The renewed mind is the key to power.

John 10:10 The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly. (KJV)

· The thief (Satan) vs Jesus Christ 

· Life vs Kill: Spiritually: Keep you from believing Rom 10:9-10 

· Soul: Emotional turmoil, unsound mind 

· Body: Sickness disease 

· Steal vs Life More Abundant: 

· Society, family, self tells you that you are powerless, 

Religion steals your power, authority and self- esteem and gives it to the organization or the preacher.

 

Intro to Renewed Mind

Romans 12:2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. (KJV)

· Conformed: suschematizo: Squeezed into shape by external force. 

· (parents, religion spouse, self, society) 

· Transformed: metamorphosis: to be changed from the inside. 

Proverbs 4:23 Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life. (KJV)

· Keep: natsar: to guard or maintain 

· Heart: leb: the mind or intellect 

· Diligence: mishmar: to guard 

Issues of Life: totsa'ah: the source and result (where something comes from, where it is and where it goes)

Prov. 4:23 in plain English: "Guard your thoughts with much guarding, for out of your thoughts result you way and quality of life."

Proverbs 23:7 For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he .... (KJV)

The battle is in the mind

2 Corinthians 10:3-5 

3 For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh: 

4 (For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds;) 

5 Casting down imaginations [reasonings], and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ; (KJV)

The renewed mind is the key to power, love and a sound mind.

 How The Renewed Mind Works:

The Working of the Mind

Greek Words for Mind:

· nous the organ (brain) 

· phenes thoughts 

· phoneo thought strings 

· phronema mind set (habitual mind response) 

All are translated "mind."

 

Thought Habits:

· Result in input and choice of thoughts. (Prov 4:23) 

· Words, Actions, Emotions: 

· Result of thoughts. (Rom 8:5,6; Prov 23:7) 

Change Of:

· Input 

· Thought Habits 

Result in New Walk. (Manner of living) (Eph 4)

 

Two Kinds of Knowledge

· Natural Knowledge -vs- Spiritual Knowledge 

· 5 Senses - vs - Spirit 

· Works -vs- Grace 

· Limited -vs- Unlimited 

· Unreliable -vs- Reliable 

 

Nous Includes:

· Mind: phrenes, phoneo: Thoughts, Input from five senses and mental assent 

· Heart: phronema, kardia: Believing, Walk (manner of living), Issues of life, Habitual response 

 

The Battle of the Mind: Old Man (Flesh) vs New Man (Spirit)

Ephesians 4:22-24 

22 That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts; 

23 And be renewed in the spirit of your mind; 

24 And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness. (KJV)

 

What is the Renewed Mind ?

Romans 7:15-8:39 

15 For that which I do I allow not: for what I would,(2309 thelo - to will or desire) that do I not; but what I hate, that do I. (4238 prasso - I practice)

16 If then I do that which I would not, I consent unto the law that it is good. 

17 Now then it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me. 

18 For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not. 

19 For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I do. 

20 Now if I do that I would not, it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me. 

21 I find then a law, that, when I would do good, evil is present with me. 

22 For I delight in the law of God after the inward man: (God in Christ in you - the gift of holy spirit.)

23 But I see another law in my members, warring against (497 to rear up against, see Gal 5:17, Rom 6:12-23) the law of my mind,(nous 3563) and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members. 

24 O wretched (5005 miserable)man that I am! who shall deliver me from the body of this death? (Chapter 8 answers this question)

25 I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then with the mind (3563 nous)I myself serve the law of God; but with the flesh (See 8:6) the law of sin. 

Romans 8:1-39

1 There is therefore now no (3762 not even one) condemnation (2631 an adverse sentence or verdict) to them which are in Christ Jesus, [who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.] - (not in the older texts) 

2 For the law of the spirit of life* in Christ Jesus hath made me free (*Fig of Speech, p 505 Antimereia: "the spiritual principle of life.") from the law of sin and death. 

3 For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned (2632 pass sentence upon) sin in the flesh: 

4 That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk* (*Fig of Speech, p 832 Idiom: one's continued course of action and life, ie the habitual habit and manner of life.) not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 

5 For they that are after (live according to) the flesh (the old nature) do mind (5426 phroneo - strings of thought) the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. 

6 For to be carnally minded (5427 phronema - mindset) is death*; but to be spiritually minded (5427 phronema - mindset) is life and peace*. (*Fig of Speech p 566, Metonymy: The carnal mindset is the cause of death contrasted to the spiritual mindset resulting in a life of peace. See Prov 23:7, 4:23, 2 Cor 10:4,5.)

7 Because the carnal mind (5427 phronema mindset) is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. 

8 So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God. 

9 But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his. 

10 And if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life because of righteousness. 

11 But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken (2227 make alive)your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you. 

12 Therefore, brethren, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live after the flesh. 

13 For (because) if ye live after the flesh,* ye shall die: but if ye (*Fig of Speech p644, Synecdoche: "If ye live and are ruled by the principles of the old nature.") through the Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall live. 

14 For (because) as many as are led (Led = induced - motivated)by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. 

15 For (because) ye have not received the spirit of bondage (1397 slavery) again (3825 by repetition) to fear; but ye have received the spirit of adoption,* whereby we cry, Abba, Father. (*spirit of adoption: 5206 spirit of sonship, the new man, Christ in us, our spirit.)

16 The Spirit (God The Holy Spirit, the giver) itself beareth witness with our spirit,(the gift: holy spirit) that we are the children (5043 product of seed)of God: 

17 And if children, then heirs; heirs (2818 legal inheritors and possessors) of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together. 

18 For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us. 

19 For the earnest expectation of the creature waiteth for the manifestation of the sons of God. 

20 For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope, 

21 Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God. 

22 For we know that the whole creation groaneth and travaileth in pain together until now. 

23 And not only they, but ourselves also, which have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, to wit, the redemption of our body. 

24 For we are saved by hope: but hope that is seen is not hope: for what a man seeth, why doth he yet hope for? 

25 But if we hope for that we see not, then do we with patience wait for it. 

26 Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered. 

27 And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, because he maketh intercession for the saints according to the will of God. 

28 And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose. 

29 For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brethren. 

30 Moreover whom he did predestinate, them he also called: and whom he called, them he also justified: and whom he justified, them he also glorified. 

31 What shall we then say to these things? If God be for us, who can be against us? 

32 He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him up for us all, how shall he not with him also freely give us all things? 

33 Who shall lay any thing to the charge of God's elect? It is God that justifieth. 

34 Who is he that condemneth? It is Christ that died, yea rather, that is risen again, who is even at the right hand of God, who also maketh intercession for us. 

35 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? 

36 As it is written, For thy sake we are killed all the day long; we are accounted as sheep for the slaughter. 

37 Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that loved us. 

38 For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, 

39 Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. (KJV)

 

The Transformation:

Romans 12:1-21 

1 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. 

2 And be not conformed* to this world: but be ye transformed* by the renewing (342 renovation) of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.

Conformed -vs- Transformed:

· Conformed: 4964 - suschematizo - to be fashioned according to an external pattern or mold 

· Transformed: 3339 - metamorphoo - to be changed to another form, ie like the metamorphosis of a caterpillar to a butterfly. 

 

The "Put On and Put Off" Dynamic:

Ephesians 4:1-32 

1 I therefore, the prisoner of (en - in) the Lord, beseech you that ye walk (Idiom, see Rom 8:4) worthy (516 appropriately) of the vocation (2821 calling) wherewith ye are called,(3326 amid) 

2 With all lowliness (5012 modesty in self opinion) and meekness,(4236 gentleness) with longsuffering,(3115 patience with endurance) forbearing (430 to hold up) one another in love; (agape) 

3 Endeavouring (4704 2 Tim 2:5: study) to keep the unity (1775 unanimity or oneness) of the spirit in the bond of peace. 

4 There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of your calling; 

5 One Lord, one faith, one baptism, 

6 One God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all. 

7 But unto every one (1538 each) of us is given (1325 was given) grace (the grace) according to the measure of the gift (1431 dorea -gratuity) of Christ. 

8 Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, he led captivity captive, and gave gifts unto men. 

9 (Now that he ascended, what is it but that he also descended first into the lower parts of the earth? 

10 He that descended is the same also that ascended up far above all heavens, that he might fill (4137 finish) all things.) 

11 And he gave [some], apostles; and [some], prophets; and [some], evangelists; and [some], pastors and teachers; (some not in text) 

12 For the perfecting (2677 completely equipped) of the saints (40 holy), for the work (2041 toil) of [the] ministry,(1248 service) for the edifying (to build up) of the body of Christ: ("the" not in text)

13 Till we all come in (1519 eis - to) the unity (see v 3) of the faith,(believing) and of the knowledge (1922 full discernment) of the Son of God, unto a perfect (5046 complete) man, unto the measure of the stature (2244 maturity) of the fullness (4138 completeness) of Christ: 

14 That we henceforth be no more children,(3516 infant or simple minded person) tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine,(1319 teaching) by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; 

15 But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ: 

16 From (1537 out of) whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted (4822 united)by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love. (agape)

17 This I say therefore, and testify in the Lord, that ye [henceforth] walk (see Rom 8:4) not as other Gentiles walk, in the vanity of their mind,(nous) 

18 Having the understanding (1271 dianoia - mind set, habitual mind response) darkened,(4654 obscured) being alienated (526 to be a non-participant) from the life of God through the ignorance that is in them, because of the blindness (4457 hardness) of their heart:(2588 kardia mind set) 

19 Who being past feeling (524 calloused - apathetic) have given themselves over unto lasciviousness,(766 attitude of anything goes) to work all uncleanness with greediness. 

20 But ye have not so learned Christ; 

21 If so be that ye have heard him, and have been taught by him, as the truth is in Jesus: 

22 That ye put off concerning the former conversation (391 way of life) the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts; 

23 And be renewed (365 to renovate) in the spirit of your mind; (3563 nous) 

24 And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness. 

25 Wherefore putting away lying, speak every man truth* with his neighbour: for we are members one of another. (*see Ps 119:11)

26 Be ye angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down upon your wrath: 

27 Neither give place to the devil. (see James 4:7) 

28 Let him that stole steal no more: but rather let him labour, working with his hands the thing which is good, that he may have to give to him that needeth. 

29 Let* no corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, but that 

which is good to the use of edifying, that it may minister grace unto the hearers. (*Let - it is our choice. See James 1:26)

30 And grieve not the holy Spirit of God*, whereby ye are sealed unto the day of redemption. (*by not renewing your mind)

31 Let all bitterness,(4085 I John 4:18 "fear hath torment - bitterness is the result of longstanding fear, anger and guilt) and wrath,(3709 vengeance) and anger,(2372 indignation) and clamour,(2906 an outcry)and evil speaking,(988 slanderous language - vilification) be put away from you, with all malice:(2549 badness) 

32 And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another,(1438 yourselves - plural both yourself and others) even as God for Christ's sake hath forgiven you. (KJV)
