But the Word of God says that we should be rooted in Him, not someone's opinion.  It also tells us that we should continually be being built up and confirmed by Him. Our lack of thanksgiving is a clear  sign of lack of intimacy with the Savior.  He said: Come unto me, I will give you rest.
