Howbeit when He, the Spirit of truth, is come, He will guide you into all truth: for He shall not speak of Himself; but whatsoever He shall hear, that shall He speak: and He will shew you things to come.  He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you. John 16:13-14 KJV
He shall not speak of Himself:  Any spirit that focuses on the Holy Spirit and glorifies the Holy Spirit is not the Holy Spirit.  It is contrary to His nature and purpose.  The Holy Spirit only speaks for the Father and the Son.  He does not speak of Himself.  He does not call attention to Himself but always focuses the attention on Christ Jesus.

We address ourselves to The Father by way of Jesus Christ the Son. The Holy Spirit carries out only the bidding the Father and Son. A spirit that moves at your invitation may well be not-holy. 

As believers manifesting the gift of Holy Spirit, we do not "command" the Holy Spirit.  The Holy Spirit delivers the revelation to us from the Father and Son. The Holy Spirit energizes the manifestation after we believe and act in the name of Christ Jesus on what the Father told us.  

We live in the devil's world.  His purpose is to kill, destroy and confuse.  Satan is alive and well, ripping and tearing in the church.  Manipulation, guilt, shame, and grand-standing are but a few tell-tale signs of not-holy spirits.  The world is full of spirits eager to claim themselves holy.  Who are you listening to?
