In the 1960s the business guru Theodore Levitt posed the question: "What Business Are You In?"    Often businesses loose focus of the customer and begin to concentrate on the mechanisms of the organization.  

Jesus came to seek and to safe those who are lost.  He went about doing good and healing the sick and setting the captives free.  His purpose was clear.  Jesus never lost focus.     Paul came preaching the God's great secret:  "Christ in you the hope of glory."

Most denominational churches started with an honest intent and purpose.    Perhaps the business of church has overtaken the simplicity of "Christ in you, the hope of glory.   
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
