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In what we know as the "great commission"  Jesus said: "Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world." 
Wars have been fought over baptizing.  Theological controversy has raged for over 2000 years over which of His commands we should actually be doing.  Some think God's been on vacation for a couple of centuries.  
However the great commission in a nutshell tells us 3 things:  First: All power has been given to Jesus. (v18)    Second: He is with His disciples; always.  (v20) And third: We are supposed to be taking Jesus to others around us.  (v19)
Powerful moves of the Holy Sprit and the resulting growth spurts in the church have always occurred when believers were on the go.  Like a desert lake in the heat of late summer the church recedes when we stop.  We can ill afford to set up camp and wait for people to come to us.  
Jesus said: Go and I will be with you always.  The "receding lake" church growth concept can't be found in the book of Acts.  However the "rivers of living water" concept works both in theory and in reality.  Our rivers of living waters flow most vigorously when we are going and giving to others.  
The things in our lives that prevent us from going, well now, … … that's good for another article or two or three.   Come go with me!
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
