God comes sliding out in a nice wrapper!  We walk away wondering why "God didn't show up."          Is it working for you? 
It's not a lack of commitment.  Religion draws us to commit more, to run faster.  We find ourselves sacrificing our family relationships as we anxiously commit to an ever growing need.  Like feverish slot players looking for that illusive jack-pot, we continue to squander our physical, mental and emotional resources to gain temporal things and to impress others.  
God does not ask us to commit more.  He asks us to commit all.  God wants us to desire Him above all else.  Come to Him willing to give everything for a relationship with Him. We find Him gently beckoning us with provision for all we need.
