  It is trendy to say so in church circles but can you name anyone who has really done so?  Careful …..  In Luke 6 Jesus asks:  "And why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?   Whosoever cometh to me, and heareth my sayings, and doeth them, I will shew you to whom he is like:  He is like a man which built an house, and digged deep, and laid the foundation on a rock: and when the flood arose, the stream beat vehemently upon that house, and could not shake it: for it was founded upon a rock.  But he that heareth, and doeth not, is like a man that without a foundation built an house upon the earth; against which the stream did beat vehemently, and immediately it fell; and the ruin of that house was great.  (KJV)

Or if you prefer a "new-age" version:  "Why are you so polite with me, always saying 'Yes, sir,' and 'That's right, sir,' but never doing a thing I tell you? These words I speak to you are not mere additions to your life, homeowner improvements to your standard of living. They are foundation words, words to build a life on." (Luke 6:46-47, The Message)
There are two simple indicators of whether or not you have really given your life to Jesus.  The first is your money.  Is it your money or His money.  I've listened to discussions of whether the tithe should come from gross or net, before taxes or after, after rent and food or before and all sorts of configurations.   First of all, tithes were an Old Testament requirement.  There were three different tithes so which of the three Old Testament tithes are you trying to do?   The concept of the tithe went out the window with the sacrifices and burnt offerings. We are born again into the household of The Most High.   
Everything that we have is His.  When we try to hold back ninety percent we block the blessings that should be flowing from us.  The gifts of the Spirit only energize when we are giving them away.  Everything is connected to the Spirit because we are spiritual beings. We should be sharing our talents, money, house, cars, boats, bicycles, shoes, food and …... Who was the father of greed anyway?   Have you given your life to Jesus? 
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
