When do we quit and move on?
When do we abandon the unprofitable?
When do we give up on one another?
When do we discard someone and move on? 
When have we forgiven just one to many times?
There must be a time to abandon people because the world is full of rumpled, damaged  and abruptly abandoned folk.  In fact most of us have grown to expect it.
The answer to all these questions depend upon the arena that you are operating in.  In business  and politics people are useful only if they profit you or your cause.   It is smart to invest in people because they will spread your message and sell your product.  But you must reject, discredit and walk away from the nonproductive or uncooperative ones.  The organization, the cause and building your personal power base is the guiding purpose. 
However Jesus said we are not to be so.   We are to love one another and forgive one another.  If you are feeling frustrated, angry or exasperated because someone is not doing what you want, perhaps you are in the wrong arena.  God's arena is called the body of Christ.  The body of Christ has only one head. You being the toe may not know what your brother the finger nail is doing.  We are all brethren that serve, build up and encourage one another in love.
But Jesus called them unto him, and said, Ye know that the princes of the Gentiles exercise dominion over them, and they that are great exercise authority upon them.  But it shall not be so among you: but whosoever will be great among you, let him be your minister;  And whosoever will be chief among you, let him be your servant:  Even as the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many.  Mat 20:25-28  
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
