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The biblical Greek word used to describe our relationship with one another is koinonia.  Koinonia is not a natural "you scrach my back - I'll scratch yours" relationship.  Kioinonia is a supernatural relationship that grows out of the rivers of living water that flow from us.  Koinonia is a calling to fully share with one another in the grace and blessing of God.  
Our calling and purpose is kiononia: First with God and then whith one another.  (I John 1:7 ..if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship (koinonia) one with another.)  Koinonia is fully sharing in the power of Holy Spirit.  
One of the four foundational church behaviors noted in Acts 2:42 is kiononia.  In the KJV it is translated "fellowship" but it means a full sharing of the love, grace and blessing of God.  Koinonia is played out at all levels of life.  If we are truly in fellowship with our brothers and sisters then there will be a sharing of love, support, material goods, and spiritual aid.  None should feel unloved, unwanted or nonproductive.  
If the church began to demonstate koinonia, there would be an overwhelming evangelistic explosion.  The unsaved and disenfranchised around us see a vast divide between our actions and our rhetoric.  Koinonia bridges the divide.  Why do we resist?  Is it possible that we are walking with one foot in the light of God and the other foot mired in the darkness?    
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
