Our Ministry

According to II Corinthians 5:18-19 the Word and ministry of reconciliation has been committed to us.   It was placed in us to carry out.  Even though a majority of church-going Christians don't have a clue what their ministry is, God has spelled it out specifically.   

Every believer has the ministry of reconciliation.  We have been empowered and authorized to carry out the ministry of reconciliation.  Our mission is to reconcile others to God through Jesus Christ.   We are ambassadors of Christ wherever we are, whatever we are doing.  Instead of waiting for someone else to "do the ministry," we must recognize that each of us has been personally commissioned and sent on the mission of reconciliation.  

God is faithful to give us words of knowledge and words of wisdom at the appropriate time to carry out the ministry.  The manifestations and resulting fruit of Holy Spirit are for every moment of life and ministry.   He said he would never leave us or forsake us.  Colossians states that we have "Christ in us, the  hope of glory."  

Of course from the fleshly view this is an impossible job.  The "natural man" can not receive nor understand the things of God.  We make a mistake debating scripture or trying to convince an unbeliever of spiritual things.  Instead we simply demonstrate and share the reconciled life with all we come in contact with believing that God will energize His Word as we speak it and live it.   It is God's business to draw the unbeliever into partnership.  

As the seventh chapter of Romans demonstrates, born again believers struggle against the "old man" or the natural human nature.  The natural human mind is at odds with the Holy Spirit that is within us.  Our natural mind is constantly pulling us away from the Spirit.   Bringing the Word of God into our thoughts, logic and finally into our deep-seated mind set is the purpose and goal of the renewed mind.  

As ministers of reconciliation our focus is in three major areas:  1. The unsaved unbeliever.  2. The unbelieving believer. (Our brothers and sisters who are born again but still following the fleshly mind; i.e. All of us. Hence the need to build up, encourage and comfort one another.)  3. Our own fleshly mind that is struggling to allow fear and unbelief to hold sway.  

In whom the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of     2 Corinthians 4:4

For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.    Ephesians 6:12

Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.   And all things are of God, who hath reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of reconciliation;  To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath 

committed unto us the word of reconciliation.   Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did beseech you by us: we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to God.  For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.    2 Corinthians 5:17-21
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
