13When you were dead in your sins and in the uncircumcision of your sinful nature,[b] God made you[c] alive with Christ. He forgave us all our sins, 14having canceled the written code, with its regulations, that was against us and that stood opposed to us; he took it away, nailing it to the cross. 15And having disarmed the powers and authorities, he made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them by the cross.[d]

 13And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses;     14Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;    15And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it. 

Colossians 2:14 Literal from Greek:

14 Rubbing out [or erasing] the handwriting of the dogmatic decrees [or laws] which was hostile to us and has taken it of our midst, nailing it to the cross.
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
