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The devil is a deceiver.  His goal is to misdirect, divert and outflank us.  He is excellent at what he does.  The only way to stay focused is to keep coming back to rest in the simplicity of God's truth.  

One of the more curious current accepted beliefs is that the powers of darkness have "points of entry" to the world where "psychic energy belts" converge.  A great amount of human energy has been focused on "prophetic battle" at these supposed entry points.  A large portion of the prophetic movement has the idea that they are building an army to help bring in the kingdom.  What a waste of Gods gift and resources.

The kingdom of God has come.  The kingdom of God came with flames like as fire and a sound of a mighty wind on the day of Pentecost.  As Jesus predicted in Luke 17, the kingdom of God is within each and every born again believer.  The kingdom as in the rule of the king.  The kingdom of Satan rules the territory of earth for now. He is called the "god of this world."  

It's about people not territory.  The kingdom territory will be recovered when Jesus returns.  In the mean time we need to be refocused on the kingdom of God within us.   Our focus must be on our ministry of reconciliation.  We have been called out of Satan's world by grace into the kingdom of God.  We have each been sent to share our grace gift with others that God is calling.  

You do not find the early Christians in the book of Acts congregating around "prophetic performers" to build an army to bring in the kingdom.  Paul said that he did not come with fancy words or performance but instead demonstrated the power of God.  The result was people being transformed and reborn into the kingdom of God.  There was no organized attack on territories.  There were no holy warriors circled around psychic energy hot spots like campers at a marshmallow roast.   

So, where is the kingdom?  Within you as Jesus said.  Which kingdom are you focused on?    Our Savior, Healer and King is with us and ready to lead us back to the freedom and simplicity of His truth.  He said: "Come unto me and I will give you rest."
